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HEALTH/MEDICAL CARE/WELFARE

Midori City aims at creating a spiritually rich social community that promotes physical and mental health for all
residents.

In addition to creating an environment in which all city residents are able to receive immediate and appropriate
health care, we will also promote the early detection and cure of diseases, as well as preventative care.

We will create a system for supporting local welfare, and promote town planning policies that enable all residents
to live at ease.

We will establish a comprehensive nursing care prevention system so that elderly residents are able to live
independent lives within the communities they are familiar with.

We will promote town planning policies that enable all residents to live at ease so that people with disabilities
(children) can live independent lives with the use of support services.

In addition to initiatives providing detailed support for children and families, we will establish a thorough
child-rearing support system and promote environments in which parents can raise children with peace of mind.
We will create an environment in which it is possible to receive social security based on the national system.
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EDUCATION/CULTURE

Midori City places an emphasis on education in order to ensure growth within the community, and is aiming at town planning that
promotes a spiritually rich social community.

We will promote cultural and artistic activities through the provision of opportunities and venues for life-long study activities in
which as many residents as possible can participate.

We will promote the establishment and substantiality of child education environments in which children are able to grow healthy in
both body and mind.
We will promote the improvement of quality in comprehensive education and teachers for infants and school children, and promote
the establishment and substantiality of educational environments to ensure that students are able to enjoy substantive school lives.
Eighty-five sites are designated or registered as cultural assets at the national, prefectural and city level. In addition to promoting
the protection, active use and public access to these sites, we will also promote activities for handing down intangible folklore
cultural assets to ensure that all are passed on to future generations in the best condition possible.

Sports vitalize communities. We will promote the establishment and substantiality of facilities, as well as foster human resources
capable of supporting sports for all city residents.
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SAFETY

Midori City promotes the maintenance of pleasant lifestyle environments hand-in-hand with local residents.

We will promote measures to counteract lifestyle pollution and industrial pollution while at the same time moving
ahead with the reduction and reuse of garbage and resource recycling.

Enhancing awareness in all residents will help conserve the national environment. We will aim at a global-friendly
social community.

Through the thorough implementation of traffic safety measures, anti-crime activities and youth health and
training programs, we will promote town planning policies in which nobody has to worry about accidents or crime
in order to reduce victimization.

The lives of our citizens are irreplaceable and precious assets that we must all protect together. We will initiate
various measures to ensure more substantial fire-fighting and emergency care services, and enhance an
awareness of the danger of fire in all residents to reduce fire damage.
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LIVELIHOOD

Midori City promotes city planning that provides pleasant and clean lifestyles, is kind to nature, and is in harmony
with nature.

Our sewerage business projects will forge ahead with the appropriate treatment of lifestyle wastewater and
rainwater drainage in order to create pleasant environments and preserve the quality of waterways.

We will improve deteriorating facilities and create water supply systems able to withstand damage during
earthquakes and other disasters in order to guarantee a safe and worry-free supply of water at all times.

We will ensure that mobility-challenged residents are provided with means of transport through the stable
operation of lifestyle transportation facilities. In addition, not only will the Jomo Railway and Watarase Railway be
used as means of transport for local residents, but they will also play an important role in tourism to Midori City,
with its abundant nature.

INFRASTRUCTURE

Midori City will promote town planning policies in a systematic way that takes the future into consideration to
provide comfortable living environments.

We will forge ahead with well-balanced city development projects, including urban areas rich in beautiful scenery,
natural environments and functionality, parks and green zones where local residents can rest, and peaceful
residential areas.

The roadworks being carried out to provide access to the Kita-Kanto Expressway interchange and peripheral
roads are an indispensable element for ensuring the economic growth of Midori City. In addition to this, we are
also forging ahead with projects to manage the maintenance of anti-flooding measures along roads that are
directly connected to citizen lifestyles, municipal roads and bridges.

We will repair and maintain municipal housing to eradicate any shortages in favorable housing facilities. We will
also demolish all residences that do not satisfy safety standards, and provide municipal housing in which people
can live at ease.
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INDUSTRY AND ECONOMY

Midori City will develop agriculture and commerce and promote tourism to vitalize industry and the economy.
Agriculture is a core industry that plays an enormous role in food production and environmental conservation, etc.
In order to ensure that we are able to sustain agricultural operations, we will establish initiatives to secure and
train workers, reduce the number of abandoned crop and paddy fields, establish measures to protect against
harmful birds and animals, and create stable access routes for wildlife.

We will support the development and stable administration of small- and medium-sized companies through
financial aid systems, etc. We will also establish initiatives for promoting the establishment of companies to
encourage companies to set up business here.

We will promote the creation of attractive sightseeing sports through events, local produce and PR activities
while making the best possible use of the abundant nature and the culture inherent to the area.
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CITIZENS' PARTICIPATION

Midori City will integrate the wide-ranging opinions and experiences of local residents into public administration
to promote unique town planning.

We will encourage local residents to take part in the city’s administration and promote town planning by
implementing public comments. We also promote a citizen-oriented society in which local residents find many
opportunities to participate in civic activities including volunteer activities, local community activities, etc.

We will aim at creating a society that displays mutual respect for human rights by establishing training, consult-
ing and support systems pertaining to human rights, and by promoting gender equality.

We will appropriately manage and publicize administrative information, and guarantee transparency in administra-
tive activities. The city will also provide accurate and easy-to-understand information on the Koho Midori site and
the city’s official website to ensure that information is shared between citizens and the administration. We will
also establish substantial public hearing activities so that the opinions of local residents can be reflected back
into administrative policies.
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ADMINISTRATION AND FINANCE

Midori City will aim at efficient and effective financial administration in order to create a city that its citizens can
easily relate to.

We will promote efficient administrative operations through links with neighboring authorities. We will also
promote administrative reform in order to review and sustain all duties and organizational components, and
anticipate the style in which town halls should operate in the future.

We will strengthen our tax revenue system through such measures as promoting voluntary tax payments, reducing
outstanding tax payments and improving tax collection efficiency in order to ensure that we are able to acquire a
self-reliant source of financing, as well as establish initiatives for public relations, involving naming rights, etc., to
operate finances independently.

We will promote the expansion of over-the-counter consultation services, etc., to provide local residents with
greater levels of convenience. We will also initiate employee training projects, etc., in order to improve employee
awareness levels and increase quality.
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Ten years have passed since the new city was born, and expectations of the local authorities have
increased and requirements are becoming more complex and more diversified. Administrative
organizations make the most effective use of limited administrative resources, and systematically
and actively implement various initiatives in order to maximize efficiency with minimal expenditure.
In continuation of the Basic First-Term Plan that came to an end in March 2013, the Basic
Second-Term Midori City General Plan that targets changes in social environments was enacted.
This clarifies the stance that Midori City should assume from now on, and we are now moving
ahead with town planning in collaborative projects between local residents and the city
administration.

Council meetings consist of twenty city council members selected as representatives of local
residents. As a decision-making body, a wide range of issues are debated on a daily basis and the
way in which they should be handled is decided in order to reflect the wishes of residents back into
the city’s administration.

The mayor, the Board of Education and other executive bodies together with the decision-making
city council are involved in lively discussions as independent bodies, and they mutually cooperate
with each other in order to ensure the dignified growth of Midori City.
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
